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PAGEANT RULES AND REGULATIONS





King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride Pageant 2009 is open to any person, who is of minimum legal age (18 years).


Contestants for King must be a Drag King or Male.   Queen must be a Drag Queen or Female.





There are no residency requirements for this pageant.   Anyone from any state is willing to enter.





Upon arrival to the Pageant Contestants must be prepared to meet with the Pageant Director, Myles Dorney “Envy Chanel”.  Contestants must have their application completed fully at time of Pageant Orientation.  Please retain a photocopy of all pages for your records.  





There is a pageant fee of $20  is associated with this pageant.





King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride Pageant 2009 will be Sunday, June 14th, 2009 at Mainestreet, Route 1, Ogunquit Maine. Contestants are advised to arrive to the venue one-half (1/2) hour prior to the advertised start time of the pageant.  (Pageant starts at 6PM)





A valid photo ID will be required from all Contestants and must be presented upon check in.





The (winning contestant) or King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride Pageant 2009 is expected to hold at least 2 fundraising events within their reign. 





Each contestant may make arrangements for ONE Dresser or Assistant. (Dressers will not be provided.)  All dressers must be a minimum legal age (18 years). Dressers or Assistant(s) are required to provide security and protection for the contestants property and belongings.   At no time should anyone, other than the contestant, be responsible for lost or stolen items. Dressers/Assistants are strongly advised.  Dressers/Assistants must bring photo I.D.





Any Contestant, his/her Assistant, and/or Dresser who arrives under the influence of illegal substance(s) or under the influence of prescribed medication and found to be incoherent will not be allowed to participate in the King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride Pageant 2009. 





Contestants will have four opportunities to demonstrate their abilities to the judges: (1) Black & White Creative Presentation (2) Entertainment/Talent (3) Evening Gown (4) Question and Answer (See application forms for detailed description of each category.) 





Contestants may bring and use stage props for their performances; however, in no case will any prop be allowed that uses any type of liquid, flame, or flammable materials. The health and safety of all contestants, volunteers, staff, and patrons is of the highest priority. Any violation of this rule will result in the immediate disqualification of the contestant.





Law in a public venue/establishment prohibits nudity, in any form. This prohibition will be strictly enforced and will apply to buttocks, breast, and other areas of the body (organic or otherwise) that are required to be covered in public. Any violation of this rule will result in the immediate disqualification of the contestant.





Any contestant or his/her dresser found to be in violation of any local, state, or federal law, or in violation of the conduct policies of the host venue, will be asked to leave the Pageant area immediately, dealt with accordingly, and will forfeit his/her right to compete in any future Miss Hobo’s Café & Lounge Pageants.

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CONTESTANT BIOGRAPHY FORM







































































There will be four (4) categories for King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride Pageant 2009.  The MC of the pageant will read parts of your contestant biography; this is to allow the audience to hear what you wrote down on your application.  In the event of a tie, talent scores will be the tie breaker.  All decisions are final.   Nudity is not permitted.  Violation of this rule will result in the contestant’s score of the category reduced to a zero.  The use of hazardous materials and/or liquids is not permitted (i.e.  water, fire, explosives).





Creative Presentation


Contestants must use their individual creativity and design an outfit made out of the colors black and white.  Remembering the theme of this years pageant is “Hollywood”.  Contestants should use this theme to inspire their presentation.  The use of gold and silver is acceptable as an accent to the outfit.  Gold and silver should not overpower the outfit.  Remember the main color of the creative presentation should be Black and White.  Contestants will model as in a runway, and introduce themselves on the microphone, recite their contestant number, their name and a quick statement of their chosen creative presentation.  





Entertainment/Talent


Contestants must provide their own music, props, assistants, etc. Your music needs to be a CD.  It should be labeled with your stage name, so that it can be easily identified.  Please make sure your music is of good sound quality. Track 1 should be your Talent and Track 2 should be a Crowning number to be played after the winner is announced.  Your CD must be provided and received by the Pageant Director prior to the scheduled sound check the day of the pageant. If your CD is not received by the time specified you might be disqualified from the competition.  Talent is limited to no longer then 6 minutes, including set-up and break-down.





Evening Wear 


Your choice of attire should be a selection of evening wear that best expresses your unique personality and qualifications.  Evening Wear should be the most elegant outfit you will wear during the pageant.   It should compliment the contestants figure or physique.  There should be no strings or thread anywhere.   There should be no tears on any part of the fabric.  Garment should be wrinkle and stain free.   Jewelry should accessorize and not be over-powering.   Shoes should match the outfit and compliment it, not detract from it.   Shoes should be in good condition, well-fitted and not scuffed or worn at the toe or heels.   Evening gowns should be full-length and touch the contestants’ toes (1/2 inch from floor)





Modeling should be a slow easy pace.  Contestants should make full turns so the judges can see a complete 360-degree modeling or front-to-back.   Contestants should make a slow turn, facing the back of the stage, pause, and turn to the front of the stage.   If you feel necessary to use your hands, one hand on the hip while turning is acceptable.   Do not point out accessories or features of your outfit.





Question & Answer


Contestants will be selecting random questions.  Contestants are expected to answer the question in full capacity.  The question will be read only two (2) times.   Questions should show individuality regarding GLBT issues.  Contestants will be judged based on their promptness, ability to communicate to audience and well spoken.





If you have any questions please feel free to ask in advance. Complete understanding is expected and should you cause delay(s) during the pageant, your score may be affected.

When appearing as King or Queen of Southern Maine Pride in official capacity…


Appropriate attire and/or costuming, makeup, hair dressing and other items used to create the persona established for the pageant will be required and expected at all official when making appearances representing Southern Maine Pride.  Their duties are to be taken seriously.





Should King or Queen of Southern Maine Pride find that he/she is unable to discharge his/her duties, for any cause or reason whatever, he/she will relinquish the Title, which will be passed to the First Runner Up for the remainder of his/her reign.





Personal actions and/or behaviors that adversely affect the position or representation of Miss Hobo’s Café & Lounge will not be tolerated. In the event an action or occurrence should arise during or prior to reign and deemed inappropriate, a review will take place and appropriate actions executed. 





Forfeit due to negligence, malfeasance, or conduct unbecoming and offensive to the GLBTQIA community will be grounds for termination as King or Queen of Southern Maine Pride at which time the First Runner Up will be crowned for the remainder of the term.





The Crown and Sash of King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride 


King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride 2009 will be given a suitable crown (see below) and sash that may be worn for activities during their reign and kept in possession after their reign. Crowns and Sashes are to be worn only when appearing as King & Queen of Southern Maine Pride 2009 and never used out of context; i.e. props, stage shows, or out of dress/drag.

The band has an adjustable diameter from 7" to 8". It is metal and plated in gold
